Agreement

 LeatherSIR®  and Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® Regional Producer’s Agreement


THIS AGREEMENT, made this 21st day of July 2011, by and between (“Regional Producer”), whose

 principal offices are located at   
 (City and State or Province);

and

Past Present Future Corporation also known as PPF Corporation, (dba “ILS/b/ICBB”), a Florida corporation whose principal offices are located at Fort Lauderdale, FL. USA.

WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, PPF Corporation, is the owner of the registered trademarks International LeatherSIR®, International Leatherboy®, and International Community Bootblack® as well as the International LeatherSIRTM, LeatherboyTM and Community BootblackTM logos and associated phrases and logos, and is the worldwide Executive Producer of the International LeatherSIR® and Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® contests and the ILS/b/ICBB contest system of regional and local contests throughout the United States, Canada, and the world.  

WHEREAS, PPF Corporation may from time to time grant licenses to Regional and Local Producers to utilize the ILS/b/ICBB marks, subject to the terms of this Agreement, for the purpose of producing regional and local LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® contests.  

WHEREAS, the President of PPF Corporation is Randal Kinnear, whose authority and discretion on all matters under its corporate governance is final, and who is advised by its legal partners, board members and the regional and Local Producers and all titleholders.

WHEREAS, this Agreement shall define the relationship between PPF Corporation and the Producer, which shall be appointed as the Regional Producer for the  LeatherSIR® and Leatherboy®  or Community Bootblack® contests.  

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing premises and the mutual promises and representations set forth in this Agreement, and for other good and valuable consideration, the adequacy and receipt of which is acknowledged, the parties, intending to be bound hereby, agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1.  TERM OF AGREEMENT

Effective on the day of the execution of this Agreement or upon the payment in full of its sponsorship fees as provided by Article 3 of this Agreement, whichever shall occur later, the sponsor shall assume its rights and duties as the Regional Producer of   LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® contests for a term ending on the day following the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® 2012 contests.  The term of this Agreement shall renew automatically from year to year, unless modified or terminated pursuant to Article 2 of this Agreement. 

ARTICLE 2.  MODIFICATION OR TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall not be modified or terminated except as follows:

1. This Agreement may be modified or terminated at any time upon the mutual written consent of PPF Corporation, and the Regional Producer; 

2. No sooner than thirty (30) days prior to nor more than thirty (30) days following the expiration of the initial term of this Agreement or any subsequent renewal term, this Agreement may be terminated by either party immediately upon written notice if, in the sole discretion of the terminating party, the other party has violated any material term of this Agreement;

3. No sooner than thirty (30) days prior to nor more than thirty (30) days following the expiration of the initial term of this Agreement or any subsequent renewal term, either party may request in writing modification of any of the terms of this Agreement.  The requested modifications shall become effective only if accepted in writing by the other party.

ARTICLE 3.  SPONSORSHIP FEES

The Regional Producer agrees to pay an annual sponsorship fee as consideration for its rights to produce the  LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® contests, utilize the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy®  and International Community Bootblack® marks subject to the terms of this Agreement, and enter its contestants in the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy®  and International Community Bootblack® contests. This fee also covers the following:

1. One (1) International LeatherSIR® and Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® 2012 weekend packages for the each of the Regional Producer’s contestants;

2. Two (2) International LeatherSIR® and Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® 2012 weekend packages to be utilized by the Regional Producer;

3. Reserved seating during the contest;

4. An invitation to the VIP Meet and Greet on Thursday night with the contestants, judges and other VIPs.

For regional contests or appointments leading to International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® 2012, all Regional Producers must agree to fulfill one of the two following sponsorship fee options:

1. The Regional Producer and each of their contestants must sell a minimum of three (3) advertisements for the International Contest Program Book.  

a. If the minimum number of advertisement sales is not met, an equivalent payment will be accepted in lieu of ad sales.

b. For each advertisement over the minimum, half of the seller's ad revenue goes toward reducing their accommodation expense at the host hotel.

2. The Regional Producer must pay a sponsorship fee of $600 plus one (1) basket valued at $200 or more for each contestant.

a. This option has no advertisement sales requirement.

b. Funds brought in from the sales of the baskets go toward the ILS/b/ICBB Travel Fund.

c. Understand that this option could result in a decrease of the ILS/b/ICBB Travel Funds, and the international titleholders may have to rely on the Regional Producer to assist in defraying travel costs to your regional contest.

In addition to the sponsorship fee, there is a requirement that each contestant donate one (1) select leather auction item in order to compete.  These items are to be used in the silent auction to raise funds for the ILS/b/ICBB Travel Fund.  This requirement is contained in the “Contestant Application and Agreement.”

Should the Regional Producer not pay the required fees as outlined above, or provide the fully completed aforementioned materials, their contestants may not be allowed to complete at the International contests and the Regional Producer shall become liable for any outstanding ads and money.

Upon fulfillment of all the fee requirements, the Regional Producer will receive a confirmation letter via email from the PPF Corporation confirming the acceptance of their regional contestants into their respective competitions.

Each region is required to send contestants to the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® contests.  Should the regional contest not result in a bootblack contestant from their region, the Regional Producer must entertain, interview and approve a qualified International Community Bootblack® contestant, if there is one, to represent their region.

Each Regional Producer is required to furnish contestants in at least two out of three consecutive years.  

Should the region only have an International LeatherSIR® and Leatherboy® pair of contestants competing, the regional sponsorship fees incurred shall not change from the above mentioned fee options.  

Any ads sold must have the cash payment collected from the advertisers before it is submitted to the PPF Corporation prior to the published deadlines.  Payment can be made online, or by check payable to “PPF Corporation.”

The 2012 sponsorship fees must be paid no later than June 1st, 2012.  If the fees are not paid on time, an additional 5% fee may be charged or the Regional Producer's sponsorship rights may be revoked. 

The Regional Producers shall reserve the right to assess and collect appropriate sponsorship fees from any approved local contests held in its region.

Regional Producers cannot charge its titleholders to help defray the cost of competing at the International contests although they should be encouraged to help raise funds to defray those expenses.

PPF Corporation has arranged with Leather Masters to be our manufacture of the Back Patches for LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® regional winners.  Leather Masters will supply the patches free of charge ($1,050.00 value) if the following conditions are met:

     1. Leather Masters is listed as a sponsor on all posters and on the website. Palm cards at the level equivalent to the value;

     2. Leather Masters will be given a full page ad in the program guide, if the region has one;

     3. Leather Masters will be given a space to vend if the region has space available to do so;

     4. It’s the Regional Producer’s responsibility to contact Leather Masters at least 3 months before their contest to assure that the patches are on order;

     5. Each Region has chosen its own color for their region.  If a Regional Producer wishes to make any color changes they must get the approval of the Regional Liaison;

     6. This arrangement for Leather Masters is just for the back patches.  If you want medallions, vests, sashes or anything else, that is between the Regional Producer and Leather Masters.

If a Region’s contest does not have a program or vending space, then there may be a nominal charge for the patches to be worked out between Leather Masters and the Regional Producer.

If these guidelines are not met and you have received the patches, the Producer will be responsible for the value of the patches.

ARTICLE 4.  RIGHTS AND DUTIES OF PPF Corporation: 

PPF Corporation shall notify its Regional Producer’s of the rules and procedures regulating the international, regional, and local contests, which from time to time may be updated, changed or altered through custom or practice or by written notification. The Regional Producer hereby agrees to comply with the rules and regulations set forth. 

1) PPF Corporation will conduct the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® contests annually in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.  PPF Corporation shall be solely responsible for all expenses and liabilities arising from the production of the International contests.  

2) PPF Corporation shall be responsible for designating the territory for each of the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® regions. The regions and themes in effect at the time of the execution of the Agreement will be set forth at the annual meeting preceding the International contest one year prior and set as a matter or record.  PPF Corporation shall neither expand nor reduce the territory of any existing region without first consulting with the Regional Producer of the affected regions.

3) PPF Corporation shall promote the regional contests in its promotional and publicity materials and website.

4) PPF Corporation shall provide logos and line art for use by the regional and local and Regional Producers in advertising and promotional materials, subject to the terms of this Agreement and guidelines to be promulgated by PPF Corporation.

5) PPF Corporation shall provide forms for contestant applications, photographic releases, score sheets and tally sheets for use by the Regional Producer.

6) PPF Corporation shall provide one (1) complimentary full page ad for the Regional Producer in the contest program.

7) Upon request, Board Members may meet with the judging panel prior to any regional contest to discuss and explain the judging criteria.  This meeting may be attended by the Regional Producers. 

8) Upon written notice given by PPF Corporation, no less than thirty  (30) days before the expiration of the initial term of this Agreement or any subsequent renewal term, PPF Corporation may increase, decrease, or suspend the annual sponsorship fee or discount policy for the next subsequent renewal term. 

ARTICLE 5.  RIGHTS AND DUTIES OF REGIONAL PRODUCER

The Regional Producer shall have complete discretion to make decisions and take actions as it may see fit in producing and promoting the regional and local LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® contests in their region.  

1. The Regional Producer shall produce their regional LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® contests or have their contestants appointed no later than May 1st 2012. The Regional Producer shall publicize the contest and provide contest information (date, time, location, ticket price) to PPF Corporation at least one (1) month in advance for use in promotional and publicity materials. 

2. The Regional Producer shall be solely responsible for all expenses and liabilities arising from the production of its regional contest, including transportation and basic housing expenses for one of the international titleholders to attend as a judge or other official, if any.  The Regional Producer hereby indemnifies and forever holds PPF Corporation and its officers, shareholders and agents harmless from any expense, debt, claim or liability arising from the Regional Producer’s production and promotion of the LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® contests. PPF Corporation shall not be required to contribute toward payment of those expenses, but may assist the Regional Producer to identify program advertisers, prize donors, corporate sponsors, or other revenue sources. 

3. Any regional contestants who is chosen or appointed as the winner of any LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® feeder contest in violation any rules and procedures set forth may be disqualified, at the sole discretion of PPF Corporation, from competing in the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® contests.

4. Prior to the start of their regional contests, the Regional Producer shall obtain each contestant’s proof of age, signed applications, and photographic releases.  

5. The Regional Producer shall then forward to the PPF Corporation copies of the final contest tally sheets and two copies of the regional winners’ applications (one in a Word-format document and one in a .PDF/.JPG signature copy format) along with their pictures and biographical information for consideration for entry into the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® competitions.

6. The Regional Producers must submit their contestant’s applications on the most current application form provided to them by ILS/b/ICBB / The PPF Corporation. 

7. Contestant biographical information for use in the contest program, and on the website, shall be no longer than 100 words or the contestant’s written submission will be cut off upon the 101st word. 

8. Pictures may be submitted in a standard electronic file format (.JPG or .PNG) having 300 dpi and 600 x 800 or more pixels. 

9. The Regional Producer must submit the all the above information and materials to the PPF Corporation within fifteen (15) days of their regional contest, but not later than June 1st 2012.

10. The Regional Producer shall inform each of their contestants for International LeatherSIR® and Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® contests that they each will be required to bring one (1) select leather item for the silent auction to the International competitions.

11. The Regional Producer shall make their contestants aware of the requirements of their chosen sponsorship fee option [Article 3, Option 1 or 2] and it is the Regional Producer's duty to make sure the fee method is completed and paid no later that June 1st, 2012.

a. If the Regional Producer has chosen Option 1, the Regional Producer shall inform each of their contestants that they are required to sell three (3) ads for the International Contest Program Book. The deadline for ad sales should be no later than June 1st, 2012. Money collected from each of the contestant's ad sales and the each auction item will be earmarked for the travel fund of the winners of International LeatherSIR®, International Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® contests. All funds will be evenly divided between the three international contest winners.

b. If the Regional Producer has chosen Option 2, the Regional Producer shall inform each of their contestants that they each are required to assemble a basket of items worth $200 or more for the International Contest Silent Auction. The sponsorship fee is the responsibility of the Regional Producer.  While the Regional Producer may ask the regional contest winners to produce a fundraiser to offset the sponsorship fee, the Regional Producer may not ask for all, or part of, that fee from the regional contestants.

12. The Regional Producers shall ensure that its regional titleholders participate in at least two (2) fundraising events during their title year, one to raise funds for their travel needs, and the second to raise money for a charity of their choice with the participation of the Regional Producers. If the titleholders do not organize their own fundraising events, the Regional Producer shall organize such events.  

13. All contestants and Regional Producers must stay at the host hotel of the event unless prior approval is granted from the President of the Corporation.

14. All regional contest winners who are completing for the International titles must be in possession of a valid passport or have file for a passport, before competing and show proof that it has been applied for upon arrival at the contest weekend.

15. The Regional Producer shall provide sashes, trophies, medals, or other prizes for the regional titleholders, as well as basic transportation and lodging expenses for the regional titleholders to attend the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® Competitions. If the current regional LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® titleholder relocates outside the geographic area of their region, the Regional Producer shall provide travel expense consistent with the expenses for an in-region titleholder.

16. Regional Producers must provide complimentary registration packages to the International Titleholders and to their Regional Liasons should they choose to attend the regional contest and can be asked to secure housing for them.

17. The Regional Producer shall be responsible for organizing the local LeatherSIR®, and Leatherboy® or Community Bootblack® contests in the region.  The Regional Producer shall not permit any person or organization within its territory to produce a local contest unless a written agreement has been executed in a form acceptable to PPF Corporation.  PPF Corporation shall provide the forms for all contestant applications and photographic releases.  The Regional Producer may use PPF Corporation form agreement or comparable documents that have been reviewed and approved by PPF Corporation.

18. The Regional Producer shall provide to PPF Corporation a complimentary full page advertisement in its contest program, if a program is published. 

ARTICLE 6.  USE OF INTERNATIONAL LEATHERSIR® LEATHERBOY® and INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY BOOTBLACK® MARKS

Subject to the terms of this Agreement, PPF Corporation grants to the Regional Producer an exclusive and nontransferable license to use the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® marks in its advertisements, flyers, mailings, programs, business cards, stationery, and other printed and promotional materials, solely for the purpose of advertising and promoting the LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® or Community Bootblack® contests.

1. The term of this license shall be simultaneous with the term of this Agreement and shall be renewed when this Agreement is renewed and terminated when this Agreement is terminated.  Upon written notice to the Regional Producer, PPF Corporation may terminate the right to use the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® trademarks immediately for any reason or no reason.

2. The Regional Producer agrees to conform its title back-patches, advertisements, flyers, mailings, programs, business cards, stationery, and other printed and promotional materials to all standards and regulations that PPF Corporation have, from time to time, promulgate. PPF Corporation reserves the right to prohibit any design, content, placement, quality or style of advertisement or promotional material that the PPF Corporation reasonably finds to be inconsistent with the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® image and reputation.  If PPF Corporation   prohibits or requires materially significant alterations in design, content, placement, quality or style of an advertisement or other promotional materials developed and approved by the Regional Producer, shall provide the Regional Producer with a written explanation for its decision within five (5) days.

3. Neither the license nor any right or interest granted to the Regional Producer by this Agreement may be assigned or sublicensed by the Regional Producer to any third party without the prior written consent of PPF Corporation.

4. Upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement, the Regional Producer promises to discontinue immediately the use of all of the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® trademarks and to cease to distribute, transmit, broadcast, or otherwise disseminate any printed or other materials containing the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® marks, and the Regional Producer shall not thereafter use any name, mark, word or symbol bearing a confusing resemblance to any of the International LeatherSIR®, and Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® trademarks.

5. The Regional Producer agrees not to register any fictitious name, corporation name, trademark, servicemark, or any internet domain name that contains the phrases International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack®, LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy®, or Community Bootblack® or any similar words or phrases, without the prior written consent of PPF Corporation.  In the event that any such fictitious name, corporation name, trademark, servicemark or domain name is registered by the Regional Producer, the Regional Producer agrees to transfer or relinquish such registration at the Regional Producer’s expense upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement.

6. The Regional Producer agrees to provide complete and timely information about its regional events and contestants for publication on the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® website; and if the Regional Producer, its local contest Producers or its regional contestants maintain their own websites, the Regional Producer agrees to maintain prominent links to the International LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and International Community Bootblack® website.

7. PPF Corporation may publish and distribute to its Regional Producer a publication containing the guidelines for internet (“internet guidelines”), which shall be published periodically.  The Regional Producer hereby agrees to comply with the internet guidelines in the LeatherSIR®, Leatherboy® and Community Bootblack® contests and to disseminate and enforce the internet guidelines in the local contests within its territory.

8. No logo other than the current logos is considered valid under the guidelines of PPF Corporation. 

ASSIGNMENT

Except as set forth herein, neither this Agreement, nor any rights under this agreement, in whole or in part, shall be assignable or otherwise transferable by either party without the express written consent of the other party.  Any attempt by either party to assign any of its rights or delegate any of its duties under this agreement without the prior written consent of the other party shall be null and void.  Subject to the above, this Agreement shall be binding upon and take effect for the benefit of the successors and assigns of the parties to this Agreement. 

GOVERNING LAW

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the jurisdiction of the Florida applicable to Agreements made and fully performed by the residents thereof. 

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

The parties acknowledge that this Agreement expresses their entire understanding and agreement, and that there have been no warranties, representations, covenants or understandings made by either party to the other except such as are expressly set forth in this section.  The parties further acknowledge that this Agreement supersedes, terminates and otherwise renders null and void any and all prior Agreements or contracts, whether written or oral, entered into between the Regional Producer and PPF Corporation with respect to the matters expressly set forth in this Agreement. 

SEVERABLITY  

If any provision of this Agreement is found invalid or unenforceable under judicial decree or decision, the remainder shall remain valid and enforceable according to its terms. 

NOTICES

All notices, demands or consents required or permitted under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be hand delivered or mailed by first class mail, postage paid, to the respective parties at their last known business addresses. Any notice required or permitted to be given by the provisions of this Agreement shall be conclusively deemed to have been received on the day it is delivered, or the date delivery is refused.

CAPTIONS & HEADINGS

Captions and section headings used in this Agreement are for convenience only, and shall not be used in construing it.

By endorsing this Agreement and returning it to PPF Corporation with the appropriate sponsorship fee the Producer shall be deemed to be an official Regional Producer with all the rights, privileges and responsibilities enumerated herein.
